Coaches will receive their rosters and equipment on September 27th or October 5th during our coach's clinics. All 

coaches have until Friday, October 14th to contact their team members. If you do not receive a phone call by Friday, 

October 14th from your coach, please call or e-mail the office and we will provide you with an update. 

During the first phone conversation with your new coach, please collect and record all necessary contact information. 

Write down the team name, coach’s name, and coach’s e-mail address &/or phone number.  This will be very important 

for future interaction. 

At the beginning of the season you will receive the following from your coach:  A team jersey and a copy of the schedule.  

Additionally, you can find your schedule posted on our website - www.kitchenersoccerclub.com.  

 

Program Information 

 Please arrive at the field approximately 15 minutes prior to each game so athletes are ready, and can enter the 
field on time. Teams waiting to enter the playing area should be ready to start training right away. 

 

 Sessions will begin on the hour (or half hour for the toddler program), regardless of preparedness. If your team is 
scheduled to start at 8:00am, warm-up time will commence at 8:00am sharp.  Finally, the game will end at 8:25am 
(or 8:55am with an 8:30 start) regardless of when you began. 

 

 All players will receive equal playing time and, throughout the season, have the opportunity to play various 
positions on the field. 

 

 

Uniform/Equipment Information 

 The Kitchener Soccer Club includes a soccer jersey as part of the registration fee for indoor soccer.  Uniform 
sizes are based on sizing feedback from previous seasons and, unfortunately, we cannot predict exact sizes of 
each and every registrant; thus, jerseys may be slightly off in size. Although uniforms are distributed based on a 
child’s stature, shirts may not fit perfectly. 

 

 Participants are encouraged to wear flat bottomed-shoes (indoor shoes, turf shoes or running shoes), soccer 
socks and shin guards. Shin guards are a required component for all soccer players in the interest of their safety 

 

 Shorts (Admiral) and socks may be purchased during business hours at the KSC office for a price of $10.00 & 
$5.00, respectively. 

 

** No outdoor soccer cleats are permitted on the indoor surface ** 
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   TODDLER SOCCER RULES    

The goal of the toddler program is to introduce children to organized sport. The intention is to introduce young athletes to 

the game of soccer in a friendly, non-competitive environment, so they will want to learn more about the sport, seek 

further skill development, and continue playing for years to come!  Enhancing gross motor skills through jumping, 

skipping, bounding, hopping, etc will also be a primary focus of the program.  No statistics will be recorded in this division. 

Game Format: 

 Toddler soccer within the Kitchener Soccer Club is played 4 vs 4 (no goalie) with a size 3 soccer ball.  This format is 
 used for young players in the under 3 toddler program to promote multiple touches on the ball and an 
 enhanced sense of accomplishment  and success.  Toddler soccer is very non-competitive and; thus, there  are no 
 formal playing rules.  The total time allocated per session is 30 minutes.  Roughly 10 minutes is devoted to  warm-
 up/skill introduction, followed by 10 minutes of straight game play.  This will allow 5 minutes between the  warm-
 up and game play for a team cheer, and 5 minutes at the end of the session for field transition. 
 
 At the toddler level, the indoor pitch will be divided in half and games will be played across the width of the field.  
 Micro field #1 is nearest the entrance/KSC office, whereas micro field #2 is closest to the score clock.  
 

Number of Players on the Field: 

 Toddler Division: teams have 8 players in total, with 4 players on the field at any one time and no goalie. 

 A game shall not commence or continue if either team has less than 3 players on the field. 

Equipment: 

Each player will receive an Admiral soccer jersey. It is recommended participants wear either indoor soccer shoes 

or running shoes, (no outdoor cleats), shorts and soccer socks. Shin pads are mandatory for all players.  Micro 

participants will play with size 3 soccer balls. 

Substitutions: 

 An unlimited number of substitutions are allowed during the game. A buzzer will sound every 4 minutes signalling 
 to coaches that player changes are to take place. 

 

Other Rules: 

 A maximum of 2 adults from each team (one coach plus an assistant coach or parent) are allowed on the field 
during each scrimmage. These individuals will act as supervisors and coaches for all players. 

 Although parental involvement is permitted on the field during toddler programming (provided the parent or 
guardian is wearing appropriate, flat bottomed, athletic shoes), direct supervision is discouraged and not 
permitted during the final 10 minute scrimmage.  

 No scores are recorded in the toddler division. 

 There is no offside in indoor soccer. 

 Spectators must be on the opposite side of the field from the player’s bench. 

 Spitting on the field or bench is not permitted and will not be tolerated. 

 Water and sports drinks (e.g. Gatorade) only are allowed on the team bench. Food and hot beverages are not 
permitted on the field. 

 Smoking is not permitted anywhere inside the building. 

 

 KSC will abide by all other OSA, CSA and FIFA Guidelines and Rules of the Game. 
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Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct 

KSC expects the following from a parent or guardian: 
 

1. Make sure your child approaches each practice or game with a willingness to learn and a desire to give maximum 
effort. 
 

2. Teach your child (by example) to respect the coach, the assistant coach, teammates, opponents and game 
officials. 
 

3. Make sure your child is on time for every game/practice. If your child is unable to attend a game or practice, as a 
courtesy, please e-mail or call the coach in advance. 
 

4. Never criticize or complain about a coach when your child or other children can hear what you are saying. If you 
have a complaint or comment to make, ask to speak to the coach privately. If the issue persists after speaking 
with the coach, please contact the league convenor. 
 

5. Only the coach and assistant coach are permitted to instruct or direct players during a game or practice.  
 

6. Parents and spectators must be on the opposite side of the field from each team. 
 

7. It is strongly recommended that parents attend every game and practice to support the efforts of their child. If you 
are unable to attend your child’s game, make arrangements for your child to be picked up immediately after the 
session. Coaches are not responsible for your child after a game or practice. 
 

8. Parents are responsible for ensuring their son/daughter arrives at all games with the proper equipment including 
jersey, shin guards and proper shoes. Parents should also clearly mark all of their child’s equipment. 
 

9. Parents MUST respect the decisions of the game officials. Most of the referees are young and developing their 
skills in the art of officiating. Parents should encourage game officials to improve and not criticize them for their 
mistakes. 

 

By signing the bottom of the registration form at the time of registration, or by registering your child online, you have 

agreed to follow the guidelines set out above. 

 

Player’s Code of Conduct 
 

1. I will participate because I want to, not because my parents or coaches want me to. 
 

2. I will play by the rules, and show good sportsmanship. 
 

3. I will control my temper both on and around the soccer pitch.  
 

4. I will respect my teammates, opponents, officials and coaches. 
 

5. I will do my best to be a true team player. 
 

6. I will remember that winning isn’t everything – having fun, improving my skills, making friends and doing my best 
are important. 
 

7. I will acknowledge all good performances. 
 

8. I will remember that coaches and officials are there to help me.  I will respect their decisions and show them 
respect. 
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Refunds  

All refund requests are to be made in writing by completing a refund request form and submitting this document to the 

KSC office along with your copy of the receipt. All refunds granted will be subject to a $20.00 administration fee, 

regardless of submission date. 

Full Refund – will be granted before October 3rd, 2011. 

50% Refund - will be granted starting on October 3rd, 2011. 

NO REFUNDS – will be granted after the start of the season.  If there are medical conditions or extenuating circumstance, 

partial credits may be granted on a case by case basis.  Upon submitting a refund request form, the paperwork is 

reviewed and if approved, a cheque is generated for reimbursement.  Completion of this process takes roughly 3 weeks.  

Requests 

Immediate family members within the same age bracket and gender category will be placed on the same team.  In 

addition, sponsors may request one child per team.  Coach and child will be placed on the same team when specified on 

the volunteer application, unless otherwise noted.  All other player requests will be reviewed on a case by case basis, but 

are NOT guaranteed. 

Changing Teams 

Once team rosters are established, individual team change requests cannot be ensured.  During the first two weeks of 

programming, KSC reserves the right to make roster changes to foster a fair and even playing field within divisions; 

however, individuals cannot request to change teams without extenuating circumstances. 

Changing teams without the consent or approval from KSC may result in dismissal from the program without 

reimbursement. 

Weather Cancellations 

During the winter months there may be times the building closes due to inclement weather.  

There are 3 ways in which to find out if Budd Park is closed due to poor winter weather.  They include:

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 For the 3rd year in a row at the Kitchener Soccer Club, we will be offering a Toddler program for three-year-olds!  

Session 1 will commence on Saturday, October 22nd or Sunday, October 23rd, and is available to all children, 

boys and girls, born in 2008. This informal, lightly-structured, introduction to the game of soccer will consist of 8 

weeks of play. Each session will be 30 minutes in duration and consist of 10 minutes of organized warm-up 

followed by a 10 minute informal scrimmage. 

   

 For the 2nd time in Kitchener Soccer Club history, we will be offering a Session 2 Toddler program!  Session 2 will 

be identical in format and structure to Session 1, and will begin on Saturday, January 7th or Sunday, January 8th.  

The difference between Session 1 and Session 2, is our Session 2 program will be available to those children 

born in 2009. 

 

 After debuting with great success last January, the larger size Toddler and Micro nets are back!  These larger 

nets, approximately 5ft x 4ft, will replace Pugg nets that were used in past years.  The larger nets allow for easier 

scoring chances and confidence building.  Larger nets will be used for Toddler, Under 4 and Under 5/6 divisions.
